
• Mexico has traditionally been 
home to a patriarchal family 
structure. There are defined roles 
for mothers, fathers, brothers and 
sisters in Mexican families.

• Also, multigenerational families 
living in one household were 
common in Mexico. Several 
changes led to generations 
separating households.

• Although extended families may 
live in separate households today, 
family is the number one priority 
among many modern Mexicans.
